Alessandro Lelli,
but finally, leaving for a while his
negotiations, he welcomed us to
his stand and immediately arou-
sed our curiosity by saying: “We

are at the exhibition with im-
portant novelties proving that
Emmeci are steadily investing in
Technological Innovation and
other projects are in progress”.

As far as the future is concerned,
we don’t know anything yet, but
we are so satisfied with what was
exhibited at Drupa whichis a real
pleasure to talk about.

At the stand of Emmeci the visi-
tors could see three machines
running. The first machine, Eng.
Lelli presented us, was the
Model MC 2007 ME, the latest
development of Emmeci’s tech-
nology suitable for laminating
and rimming operations. It is a
fully automatic line capable of
processing 800-1400 mm for-

mats at a speed of 48 cycles and
ideal for the production of big
advertising displays. It is the
third laminating machine produ-
ced by Emmeci and it is fully
electronic. In fact, the company
technicians have been able to
remove any type of cam and
mechanical component, thus
minimizing downtimes and de-
veloping a very soundproof,
quick and productive machine.
Although it is addressed to a
niche market, seven lines have
already been sold, and this is a
good result, considering that
the machine was launched on
the market by the end of 2007.
